FACTS Tuition Assistance Reminder

The Archdiocese of Baltimore is currently processing applications for the 2012-2013 school year. They will be processing applications until February 29, 2012. I encourage all of you to apply for financial aid in a timely manner by using the following link: http://www.factstuitionaid.com.  If you are a first- time user, you will need to click on the Create an Account button under the New Users heading. If you are a returning user, you should enter your User Name and Password under the Account Login heading. 

FACTS is the program established by the Archdiocese to determine who is eligible for tuition assistance. Even if you do not think you will qualify at this time, it is still a good idea to apply. If your income status should change over the course of a year and you see you need assistance, you will have completed a FACTS application. I urge everyone to apply. It does not hurt, and it could possibly help. Applications are confidential.
Volunteer Hours
Can you believe how quickly the school year is passing? We would like to remind parents that by this time you should have fulfilled at least half of the required 20 volunteer hours.
